Accessible tourism contributed £1bn to England’s tourism in the first six months of 2009

Figures released last month by VisitEngland show that overnight trips made by, or accompanied by, someone with a health condition or impairment contributed almost £1bn to the English domestic visitor economy in the first six months of the year, accounting for 5.7 million trips in total. These figures highlight the importance of considering people with access needs who, up to June 2009, have accounted for 12% of all overnight domestic trips. 

 

Ross Calladine, accessibility project manager for VisitEngland, says "Tourism businesses should view accessibility in its broadest sense, as fundamentally it is about understanding and catering for the individual needs of all visitors. Many improvements are free or cost very little; it isn’t just about physical accessibility for wheelchair users; every business can do something to broaden their appeal."

 

VisitEngland provides a number of tools and resources to help tourism operators accommodate people with access needs including a free booklet entitled ‘Easy does it’, available to download at www.visitengland.com/access. Manchester submits its 2018 World Cup host city bid to FA at Wembley

Football legends Mike Summerbee and Pat Crerand formed part of a delegation which headed to Wembley on Thursday 26th November to submit Manchester’s World Cup host city bid to the FA. The delegation, which was led by Councillor Mike Amesbury, executive member for culture and leisure at Manchester City Council and Andrew Stokes, the chief executive of Marketing Manchester, handed the bid document to the chairman of the FA, Lord David Triesman, selection panel chairman, Lord Brian Mawhinney and Andy Anson the FA’s chief executive during a ceremony at Wembley. 

 

Andrew Stokes said: “Whilst Manchester already has a first class reputation for hosting major footballing events, it will undoubtedly add an element of prestige to our football heritage to have staged the very top flight of the beautiful game here in Manchester.”
