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Average occupancy rates have increased for the city centre from 77%
in May 2010 to 78%, with the weekend average increasing from 85%
in May 2010 to 87% in 2011 and the weekday from 73% in May 2010
to 75% in May 2011. At Greater Manchester level the monthly average
increased from 73% in May 2010 to 76% in 2011.
