Wednesday 10 March                   
97% occupancy when Manchester United played in the UEFA 
Champions League at Old Trafford. 
 

Saturday 13 March  
95% occupancy when there was an event at Manchester Central and a 
premiership match at the Reebok Stadium Bolton. This was also the 
night before a lunchtime premiership match at Old Trafford. 
 

Saturday 20 March                  
95% occupancy also on 20 March when Manchester Central hosted 
three events and a premiership match was played at the DW Stadium, 
Wigan. This date also falls on the night before a lunchtime premiership 
match at Old Trafford.
